To celebrate the 50th Anniversary we are planning special events throughout the year. The first event will be an Anniversary party on June 13, 2009. My goal as President for the South Hills Swim Club this year is to ensure that the pool is a safe and fun place for all of our families to enjoy. Our manager, Cheryl Ranson,  and life guards are charged with carrying out this goal on a day to day basis. We appreciate all of our members contributing to this effort by obeying the rules and discussing any issues with the manager or pool board members.

One of my personal goals is to make use of the pool as much as possible during the 100 days it is open during the year. To that end, the board has agreed to keep the pool open (weather permitting) until 11:00 PM on Friday nights. Based upon our “test run” of the Friday night openings last year, we are requiring that after 9:00 p.m. on Fridays anyone 18 and under must be accompanied by an adult. This is to insure our goal of having a fun and safe environment for all of our pool members.
The board has authorized the purchase of an inflatable movie screen and a movie projector, so on selected Friday nights we will have “Dive-in Movie” night. Your family will be able to swim and watch a movie all at the pool. I would like to add that these extended Friday night hours are designed to be family friendly events, all children should be accompanied  by an adult (this includes middle school kids).

This year we are upgrading the snack bar; installing new equipment, counter space, flooring and skylights. This should make the snack bar more functional. Help Keep our Pool Clean


Please remember, no food is allowed on the deck area.  Place trash in the waste baskets.  Please help us keep your pool clean.  
Pool Rules
Our staff wants this to be a safe summer and you can help us by following the Rules of the Pool. 

Rules and Regulations are important to insure the safety of all pool members and guests.  A copy of the rules can be found on the website or obtained at the pool office.  Please take time to review the rules and make sure your children understand and follow the rules. 
Of special note, we remind all members and guests our rules state you must be 10 years of age and meet the height requirement to use the high board at any time, including parties and special events.  This is a requirement of our insurance policy to allow us to continue to have the high board.  We will strictly enforce this rule.
Guests 
The Board again intends to closely enforce our guest policy.  A member must be at least 21 years of age to register a guest, unless specific arrangements have been made with the Pool Manager (this can include calling parents from the Pool).
All guests shall be registered each day before entering the Club, and must be accompanied by the member.  No child under ten years of age shall be permitted as a guest unless accompanied by an adult unless previous arrangements have been made with the Pool Manager.  

Members shall not leave Pool grounds when their guest (s) is present except by specific arrangement with the Pool Manager.
Only one guest is allowed per child family member per day, unless a parent family member grants specific permission each day to the Pool Manager.  Guest fees are $2.00 per day per guest ages 6 yrs. and up.  
Private Parties
Private parties may be arranged with the Pool Manager by an adult member. Parties are scheduled ONLY when a signed contract and a $50.00 deposit is received by the Manager.  Private parties may be held between the hours of 9:00 PM and Midnight. Private parties may not extend beyond Midnight.  Rates for Private Parties are $75.00 per hour for 100 or less people and $100.00 per hour for 100 to 150 people.

The pool Pavilion may also be reserved for a special event.  A $20.00 charge to reserve the Pavilion for three hours is required.  See the Pool Manager to make reservations.

Organizational Meeting May 7
The South Hills Sharks Swim Team Orientation and Registration meeting is Thursday, May 7, 2009, from 6:30 pm to 7:30 pm at the South Hills Pool Pavilion.  Not only do you register there, but we will take orders for team swimsuits (people will be on hand to assist with sizing questions).  Registration is $40 for the first child and $10 for each additional child.  Whether your child has participated previously, it is important to come to the meeting.  

For those who have not participated before you should know that the Sharks are the best summer swim team in the City.  Don’t let that intimidate you though as it is the best because it seamlessly mixes fun and competition.  The season consists of five meets, starting June 17th, plus the City Meet Championship in late July.  Practices start shortly after the pool opens.  We try to be flexible, providing morning practices four days a week and an evening practice twice a week, plus stroke clinics.  But it isn’t just all practice.  There is a donut party the day after every meet and other events like the annual Tie-Dye Party and the end of season banquet.

If your child can’t swim well enough to compete, we can accommodate them with the Shark Farm Team where they can learn to swim more effectively and, maybe, work their way up to the racing team.

Of course, the summer swim season doesn’t happen by magic.  We need parents to help.  So, come to the Orientation and Registration meeting on May 7th, meet the coaching staff, and learn how you and your child can make this summer a more rewarding experience.
We are pleased to welcome Coach Garner Marks as our Head Coach for the 2009 summer season.  Garner has been swimming with the Sharks since he was 5 years old and served as Assistant Coach last year.  Additionally, he swam with HYCAT for 7 years.  He is consistently a high point scorer at the Summer League City Meet.
